Beaver is awarded by the national
council to adult volunteers for dis-
tinguished service to youth within
a BSA Council. Receiving the
honor will be: Ken Becker, Jay
Haack, Bill Kaisling, David Kite,
Bob Koscielniak, Lori Motisi, Tom
Nelson, Joe Schluep, Tavis
Tackett and Jim Tierney

All of our Silver Beaver recipi-
ents have extensive program
backgrounds, ranging from unit
service as Commissioners, to dis-
trict and council positions in fi-
nance, training and communica-
tions. After being nominated and
being approved by a local volun-
teer selection board and the
Council Executive, the candidates
were reviewed and approved by
the National Court of Honor.

Marie Diffley, current NWSC
VP-Membership and Wood Badge
Course Director,

was selected

also by the National Council to
receive the Silver Antelope, a dis-
tinguished service award created
in 1942. It is granted for out-
standing service to youth with the
territory of a BSA region.

And Scout Matthew Bauer,
Troop 392, is a repeat honoree for
a rare national award. Matt, for
the second year in a row, will re-
ceive the William A. Hornaday
Award. 1t is referred to as "The
Olympic Medal presented by the
planet Earth" and only 1000 have
been presented since its inception
in 1914. This year, he is receiving
a bronze award for his continued
work on conservation.

Several packs and troops will
be recognized as Distinctive Units
for their achieving six require-
ments: earning Quality  Unit
status, having a membership
growth, attendance at a Council
Camp, and participation in: the
current FOS campaign, Council
product sales and Council and
District activities.

NWSC is very fortunate in se-
curing Dr. Payne as guest
speaker. In his national office, he
is in a position to know what's
really going on in and outside of
Washington.  His discussion of
behind-the-scenes subjects s
interlaced with humorous anti-
dotes about some highly-placed
persons, leaving the audience
laughing....and wondering!!!

Dear Scouters:

The other day | was thinking
about various codes of conduct that
have influenced my life one way or
another over the decades: The Ten
Commandments, The Apostles
Creed, The Constitution, The Bill of
Rights, The Pledge of Allegiance,
The Book of Order of the Preshyte-
rian Church, The Rules and Regula-
tions of the Boy Scouts of America,
The Scout Executive’'s Code, The
Local Council By Laws, The Scout
Oath and Law, The Order of the Ar-
row Obligation, The Ritual of Sigma
Phi Epsilon Fraternity, The Code of
Ethics for the Association of Fund-
raising Professionals and CFRE In-
ternational, and The Local Council
Accounting Manual (yes, as boring
as it is - it really is at its most basic
element, a code of conduct).

Whether it has been a spiritual
faith code of conduct or a govern-

mental code or a procedural
manual or a private group's code
---- the sum of the action of all of
these codes of conduct work to-
gether to define me. Much like
Batman says in the movie
"Batman Begins", "It's not who |
am underneath, but what | do
that defines me." The sum of
these codes of conduct govern
what | do and how | do it, where |
am encouraged as well as where
I am limited to take action.
Regardless of age, color,
creed, sex or national origin, |
have found that the Scout Law is
the simplest and yet a most far
reaching code of conduct. It has
only twelve basic things to re-
member. It has a certain easy
flow to it as well as a rhythm that
seems to "cover all of the
bases." It's definite and easy to
interpret. It prepares the young
mind to learn and follow it while
at the same time being de-
